With reference to your application dated 13/10/2022, and based on the subsequent correspondence with the
school and the inspection carried out in this regard —

I, the Education Officer (Primary), Zilla Parishad, Thane, hereby grant provisional recognition to Atma
Malik International School (C.B.S.E.), Mohili-Aghai, Taluka Shahapur, District Thane, for a period of
three years, from 01/04/2022 to 31/03/2025, for Standards I to X.

This recognition is subject to compliance with the following conditions:
Conditions:

1. The period of recognition shall not be extended, and there shall be no obligation to grant recognition or
affiliation beyond Standard VIII under any circumstances.

2. The school shall comply with all provisions of the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Act, 2009 (Annexure |) and the Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Rules, 2011 (Annexure II).

3. The school shall admit to the extent of at least 25% of the strength of the class, children belonging to
weaker sections and disadvantaged groups in Standard I and shall provide them free and
compulsory education till completion of elementary ed ucation.

This proportion shall also apply to pre-primary classes.

4. For the children mentioned in paragraph 3, the school shall be entitled to reimbursement under Section
12(2) of the Act, and a separate bank account shall be opened for the purpose of such reimbursement.



The institution/school shall not collect any capitation fees, nor shall it subject any|
parent/guardian to any screening procedure for admission.

No child shall be denied admission on the grounds of lack of age proof, religion, caste; ra.ce, 5j'j';!éc¢ of
birth, or any such reasons. '

(i) No child admitted to a school shall be held back in any class or expelled till completion of
elementary education.

(ii) No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental harassment.

(iii) No child shall be required to pass any board examination till completion of elementary education.
(iv) Every child completing elementary education shall be issued a certificate of completion as per
Rule 23.

(v) Children with disabilities or special needs shall be included in accordance with the provisions of the
Act.

(vi) Teachers appointed shall possess the minimum qualifications prescribed under Section 23(1) of
the Act. Teachers who do not possess such qualifications at the commencement of the Act shall acquire
them within five years.

(vii) Teachers shall perform their duties as specified under Section 24( 1) of the Act.

(viii) The school shall ensure that teachers do not engage in private tuition.

8. The school shall follow the curriculum and syllabus prescribed by the competent authority.

9. The school shall admit students commensurate with the facilities available, as prescribed under Section
19 of the Act.

10. The school shall comply with the standards and norms prescribed under Section 19 of the Act.

12. The school building, other constructions, and playgrounds shall be used only for educational and
skill development purposes.
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The school shall be run by a registered institution under either the Societies R 1;ﬁ-ali‘on
(Act XXI of 1860) or the Bombay Public Trusts Act, 1950. ‘ AR

The school shall be run not for profit, and not for the benefit of any individual, group, or-assoeiation.

The school’s accounts shall be audited and certified by a Chartered Accountant. Proper statements
of accounts shall be prepared as per rules, and a copy of each annual statement shall be submitted to the
District Education Officer.
